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TREASURER’S REPORT: Mayor Hamon asked for corrections or additions to
the Treasurer's report as read by Councilwoman Oler. There being no additions
or corrections, & motion to approve the report was made by Councilman
Anderson, seconded by Councilman Parker. The motion carried unanimously.

The Cierk commented on the balance for the WYOSTAR Defibulator account.
She said the transfer from that account to purchase the new defibulator to the
general fund would show up on the Treasurer's report for February.

100" ANNIVERSARY COMMITTEE REPORT: Brian Rohrbacher reported on
the efforts of the Committee to date. Receipt of the commemorative coins and
key chains should be within a week or so. A meeting of the committee was held
last Saturday.

Sherry Qler said members were appointed to work on the welcome signs for
either end of Town and also that she met with Mary Wakefield who has a lot to
bring to the table for marketing. Fifteen people were present at the last meeting.
Brian Rohrbacher will be working on a financial report. She has submitted a
request for grant assistance to Devon Energy who will forward it on to Oklahoma
City and other funding possibilities. _

Mary Wakefield also commented on the inquiries she has made concerning safe
food handling requirements to protect the public and the Town's liabiiity.

Councilman Anderson asked if the event like this requires an insurance policy.
Mary Wakefield said they are still investigating all aspects of this.

BRIAN ROHRBACHER: Mike Anderson and Brian Rohrbacher sat in on a
meeting in Lander sponsored by the University of Wyoming concerning a
possible coal gasification plant in Wyoming. They were investigating possible
areas in the state to locate the plant. Brian said after the presentaticn
progressed the plant will probably be building this plant in Sheridan County.

As a final comment he said he spoke briefly with Fremont County legislative
members Eli Bebout and Patrick Goggles concerning funding for the main street
water line. He reported that they told him no funds are available at this time, but
to stay in touch about stimulus funds that may become available. He said he
hopes the town will be able to avail themselves of this possible source of
additional grant funds.

STREET PARKING - PROBLEM AREAS: Morag Keller came before the Mayor
and Council to present a petition from citizens in Town that identifies areas
around town with parking problems due to citizens parking on Town rights-of-
ways which do not allow passage of citizens or emergency vehicles to use Town
streets. They said they would like something done about this problem.
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Jake commented this is a health and safety issue that needs to be addressed by
the Town. He said he has commented that he has spoken with the Pitt's
concerning this problem. He said the Town could go in and put fill right up to
their fence area which borders the town right-of-way and which should alleviate
the problem of parking in the traffic lane of the Town’s street.

Mrs. Keller asked about a constable or some other kind of law enforcement
official. She asked if this is a possibility or is the cost too astronomicat to
consider,

Mayor Hamon said this has been under discussion for a long time but at this time
due to the numbers of other projects going the Town does not have the
resources remaining to consider this subject. He said once these projects are
under containment, he would very much like to explore some kind of law
enforcement and also animal control for the Town.

Councilman Parker said that the problem the Town has encountered in the past
concerning law enforcement is not attracting people, but retaining them once
they have become certified officers.

AGREED UPON PROCEEDURES —REPORT: Jerry Marburger from McKee,
Marburger and Fagnant, P.C.. This is quite a bit different then an audit. The
results of findings are summarized in the green bound report.

Mr. Marburger handed out suggestions for areas of improvement for
bookkeeping matters and for internal control. The fixed asset list, the cash rather
than accrual accounting system the Town currently employs were all discussed.

The Clerk explained that the Caselie system has the ability to address all the
above problems but that the office needs to catch the program up which may not
be possible without further help. She commented that Keith is now only able to
work half the number of hours as previously.

Other items noted were the lack of sufficient segregation of duties. Mr.
Marburger gave some suggestions concerning ways to alleviate some of these
concerns.

Mr. Marburger commented the Clerk and Keith do a great job on behalf of the
Town and congratulated them on the work they do.

Mr. Marburger commented in closing for the Town to keep in mind that should
the Town receive over $500,000.00 in Federal Grant doliars that a fuil blown
audit would be required of the Town which would entail much more detail.
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A motion to accept the agreed upon procedures report was made by Councilman
Anderson, seconded by Councilwoman Oler. The motion carried unanimously.

SEWER LINE PROJECT: Mayor Hamon said that he and Maintenance Director
Robert West have been speaking with 71 Construction about a design/build
proposal to address the sewer line project. He then introduced Jeremy Martinez
and Tom Cavanaugh from 71 Construction.

They presented a short proposal concerning the proposed sewer line project and
of how they would address the project. They proposed a design/build project
(Contractor Manager at Risk proposal) which allows the Town great flexibility
concerning the parameters of the project. They also presented a draft contract for
review by the Governing Body and the Town attorney.

A lengthy discussion then ensued concerning the Town sending out requests for
qualifications to other firms to garner how they would address this problem.
Council members commented they believe that State Statutue requires the Town
to solicit for more than one proposal.

Aftorney McKee commented when asked that the statute aliows for work on an
emergency basis or if obtained with emergency funds. She commented that
town would need to be able to document and substantiate that the situation was
an emergency.

Mayor Hamon replied that a portion of the funds from the State were granted on
an emergency basis and some of them have already been spent for replacement
of the transmission line to the lagoon. He said the Town is in danger of '
potentially loosing some of its grant funds if they are not expended in short order
and also his concern with rising ground water in part of the project area.

After further lengthy discussion and questions back and forth, Councilwoman
Oler made a motion that a request for qualifications be advertised for
immediately. The motion was seconded by Councilman Anderson. The motion
carried unanimously.

The Council did comment that a special council meeting could be held to move
the project forward as expeditiously as possible. This project will be included on
the agenda for the next council meeting.

WIND RIVER ALLIANCE: Jolene M. Catron the director of the Wind River
Alliance a non profit organization based out of Ethete. She came before the
Governing Body to acquaint them with her agency that deais with water sheds
around the county. They do water shed education and how we all interrelate with
water in our communities. She and her family have recently moved to Hudson
and would like to volunteer to help out.
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MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT: On the water side he said there was
a water break at 2™ and Ohio which turned out to be the service line at the Seilaff
residence. A fire hydrant at 1 and Missouri required replacement as it was
leaking. Town is still using around 60,000 gallons a day water usage. All
sampling came back in compliance with Town testing requirermnents.

The Sewer system is still showing infiltration in the lower lying sewer lines,
Seneca has installed the cooling fan, and rerouted the Cat 5 supply cable in the
aeration building

Water Director Robert West reported that in the past month he and Mayor
Hamon have met with James Brough from the Department of Environmental
Quality to review water operations at water pump house. Mr. West commented
that he thought it was unfair that DEQ has hired one of the engineers from

Forgren Engineering to comment on our operations.

Councilman Parker asked about chiorine residual around town. Mr, West
reported on both the pump house and at other parts of Town by Nellie Barrows,
Archie Hanson and Randy Benda.

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Hamon asked Councilman Parker about the
chemical for the sewer lagoon that is suppose to eat the bacteria, he asked about
the effectiveness of this chemical. Councilman Parker said he doesn’t really
know. He said that the one to ask would be Tim Hayes from Dubois.

Mayor Hamon reported he was elected as Chairman of the Fremont County
Association of Governments organization for the coming year.

Councilman Parker asked if the Town has heard anything on the Town’s request
to the Department of Environmental Quality to reclassify the Town’s lagoon
certification requirement from requiring a level |l operator to a Level one operator.

Mayor Hamon and Maintenance Director West said that although the request has
been made, the Town has not heard anything back.

WATER PROJECT REPORT: Mr. Twyford reported briefly that there is still not a
cost available for the process for partial softening of the water along with the
installation of the water treatment plant. He said he hopes to have this cost by
the next meeting.

Mr. Twyford commented as the rules read now the Department of Environmental
Quality (DEQ) would require a level 1l operator for the water treatment plant. He
said the Town can negotiate with the DEQ on the classification of the system.

PAYMENT OF BILLS: The following bills were presented for payment in the
amount of $49,680.83 from the general fund and $11 ,390.15 from the enterprise
